Summary of Major Ideas:  

· Similarities between Russia and Japan

· Unlike much of the rest of the world Russia and Japan avoided the pattern of 19th century European domination

· By 1914 both Russia and Japan launched significant industrialization and accomplished other changes that preserved independence.

· Both Russia and Japan maintained autonomy and also joined in the imperialist scramble

· Both had experience of prior cultural imitation (Japan from China and Russia from Byzantium and the West) and both had been able to learn without destroying their own cultures

· Both had improved their political effectiveness during the 17th and 18th centuries allowing the state to sponsor change

· Differences between Russia and Japan:  

· Japan was more politically flexible than Russia – While changes in Russia led to internal strain and revolution.  

· Through reforms Japan pulled away from the rest of East Asia while Russia continued expanded influence in eastern Europe and central Asia
