1.  Pick one of the 12 Olympian Gods

· Zeus (Jupiter)
· Hera  (Juno)
· Hades (Pluto)
· Ares (Mars)
· Aphrodite (Venus)
· Athena (Minerva)
· Hephaestus (Vulcan)
· Hestia (Vesta)
· Artemis (Diana)
· Poseidon (Neptune)
· Hermes (Mercury)
· Apollo (Apollo or Apollon)

2. Research your God/Goddess:   
· You may also use the Internet and textbook.
· You must keep track of your resources for a works cited.  (ONE book source required)
3. Take Notes: 
Gather information that will help you complete the criteria for each side of your cereal box.

· Front:  
· Draw a picture of your god/goddess or find a photo of a sculpture of him/her. 
· Include it along with their name and what role they played in the Greek pantheon on front of the box. 
· You should also include significant images and symbols associated with the god/goddess.
· Create a name for you cereal – preferably something to do with your Olympian.

· Back:  Provide a THREE paragraph write up about your god in which you complete the following tasks:
1.  Summarize their history – What is their myth?
2.  Describe how and where they were worshiped.
3.  Compare them to their Roman Counterparts –How were they different?

· Left Side:  Include 10 “fast facts” about your god/goddess. (Template available on website for you)
· Right Side:  Choose TWO other “lesser gods, demi-gods, humans or monsters” from the list provided and describe how they affected or interacted with your god/goddess.  (Template available on website for you)
· Top:  A short quote, or phrase, about your god/goddess from a Greek historian or philosopher listed below.  (Template available on website for you)
· Bottom:  Your name and class period 

4. Construct your Greek “Greekies” Box 
· Use an EMPTY cereal box from home. 
· Cover the outside of your box with construction paper, wrapping paper, or paint.
· Stuff the inside of the box with newspaper so it retains its shape.
· Use the templates on class website or your own design 
· Images can be hand drawn or from the internet (Must cite any images you use from the internet).  BE CREATIVE
· All work should be word-processed or NEATLY hand written.
· Use the RUBRIC below for the grading criteria.
