Strengths and Weaknesses 

When the United States entered World War II, the Axis Powers had two big advantages. First, Germany and Japan had already secured firm control of the areas they had invaded. As a result, the United States and the Allies _______________________________________________________ on multiple fronts. Second, Germany and Japan were better prepared for war. 

The Allies did have some advantages, however. The Axis forces were spread over an enormous area stretching from the coast of France to deep into the Soviet Union and from Norway to North Africa. 

In the Pacific, Japan had occupied a similarly large area. The Germans had not defeated the British or the Soviets and therefore had to maintain troops on two active fronts. The Allies’ hopes rested on two factors—the enormous size of the Soviet Union’s military and the ________________________________________ of the United States. 

Axis leaders hoped that they could win the conflict before these two factors could combine and overwhelm their smaller but better-prepared forces. The Allies sought to continue to resist long enough to allow the United States to gather its strength. 
After the bombing of Pearl Harbor the United States switched from a ______________________________

________________. Government and private industry cooperated to increase production, and union leaders agreed not to strike during the war. 

In 1940, government arsenals employed about 22,000 workers who produced ammunition, cannon shells, and rifles. Three years later some 486,000 workers were working. By the war’s end the United States had built some 300,000 aircraft. _______________________________________________________________. Between 1940 and 1945, American factories produced huge numbers of planes, tanks, jeeps, and guns. American shipyards built 88,000 landing craft, 215 submarines, 147 aircraft carriers, 952 other warships, and 5,200 merchant ships. 

Women in the workplace

For some Americans on the home front, particularly for women, daily life did change dramatically. During the depression, the government had discouraged women, particularly married women, from working. The government now urged them to enter the job market to replace departing soldiers. From 1940 to 1944, the number of women in the workforce increased by about 6 million. Women worked in war plants and replaced men in a host of jobs ranging from newspaper reporting to truck driving. Many of these new workers were married women who were taking jobs outside the home for the first time. Advertisers and a popular song promoted _____________________, the symbol of patriotic female defense workers. 

War in the Pacific 
Japan’s assault on Pearl Harbor was just one part of a giant offensive throughout the Pacific region. On December 8, 1941, Japanese forces forced American _________________________________ to flee from the Philippines and his American forces were captured. Upon leaving his men in the Bataan Peninsula Macarthur vowed about the Philippines ____________________.  
The Americans left in Battan surrendered in April 1942. Japanese soldiers forced more than 70,000 U.S. troops to march through the jungle on their way to prison camp. More than 10,000 died on what came to be called the ___________________________. The Japanese treated U.S. and Filipino soldiers brutally. Some prisoners were prevented from drinking water. Others were beaten or shot. Conditions did not improve when they reached the prison camps. Disease soon spread among the sick and poorly fed prisoners. 

Halting the Japanese Advance

By the summer of 1942, the Japanese were ready to strike Australia, India, and through Hawaii to the Pacific coast of the United States. The commander of the U.S. Pacific Fleet, _________________________ did not consider the attack on Pearl Harbor a complete disaster. Much of the sunken battle fleet was salvageable because the ships sat in the shallow waters of the harbor. Furthermore, none of the aircraft carriers had been in port at the time of the attack. The U.S. fleet recovered quickly and was soon fighting again. 

Nimitz was an aggressive commander who preferred to attack, thereby pressuring his opponents into making mistakes. At the __________________________ a U.S. attack stopped the Japanese from invading Australia. At the ____________________________ in June of 1942 the Japanese tried to crush the U.S. Pacific Fleet at Midway two small islands northwest of Hawaii. 

U.S. experts had broke the Japanese fleet code so the United States had advance warning of the Japanese strategy. In the ensuing battle U.S. fighters, dive bombers, and torpedo planes sank four Japanese aircraft carriers and shot down many enemy planes. The U.S. victory proved crucial as Japan lost ships, planes and a number of skilled pilots. 

After the Battle of Midway, the United Sates launched its first major offensive. In August 1942, American marines came ashore at Guadalcanal, in the Soloman Islands. There U.S. Marines discovered that the Japanese were a suicidal enemy to fight as they refused to surrender. After 6 months of fighting U.S. forces gained full control of the Soloman Islands. ___________________________________________________. 

Stalingrad

In 1941 the German army had penetrated far into the Soviet Union. By the winter of that year German forces were closing in on Moscow (the Soviet Capital). In the summer of 1942, German troops that had been pushing toward the oil fields of southern Russia approached the key city of Stalingrad. By the fall of 1942, German troops __________________________________________________ for control of the city. 

The Soviet forces refused to surrender, however, and eventually surrounded the German soldiers in Stalingrad. Throughout a terrible winter the Germans hung on, forbidden by Hitler to surrender. Trapped in the ruined city with few supplies and little food, the Axis troops finally surrendered in late January 1943. The German force suffered about 200,000 casualties. The Allied victories as El Alamein (in Africa) and Stalingrad broke the momentum of the Axis advance, __________________________________________. 
Japanese American Relocation

Here at home, life was truly unfair for the Japanese-American. In 1941 about 119,000 people of Japanese ancestry lived in California, Oregon, and Washington. Because of strong anti-Japanese feelings among some politicians and residents of western states, the federal government ___________________________

____________________________________________________________. In 1942 Japanese Americans were ordered to detention camps in Wyoming, Utah, and other states. Because Hawaii’s Japanese population was too large to relocate, the islands were placed under martial law for the duration of the war. 

The camps that these Japanese Americans were moved to all had __________________________________

___________________________ to prevent escape. For the duration of the war (until 1945), a large segment of the Japanese population living on the west coast were forced to live in these camps.
