The archduke ignored warnings of anti-Austrian unrest in Sarajevo. ______________________________________
_______________________________________________ in an open car. Stationed along the route were several Black Hand conspirators. As the cars passed, one of the conspirators hurled a bomb. It missed the archduke but injured an officer in another car. 

Later that day, the archduke asked to visit the wounded officer in the hospital. He did not know that one of the conspirators, ________________________, was still waiting. As the car set out, Princip sprang forward and fired twice into the back seat. Moments later, ________________________________________________. 

The news of his nephew’s death shocked the aging Austrian emperor, __________________________________. His government in Vienna saw the incident as an excuse to crush Serbia for good. 

Austria sent Serbia a sweeping _____________________________________________________________. To avoid war, said the ultimatum, Serbia must end all anti-Austrian agitation and punish any Serbian official involved in the murder plot. It must even let Austria join in the investigation of the murder. 

Serbia agreed to most, but not all, of the terms of Austria’s ultimatum. This partial refusal gave Austria the opportunity it was seeking. On July 28, 1914, __________________________________________________.  

Austria-Hungary might not have pushed Serbia into war at all without the backing of its longtime ally, Germany.
