The Paris Peace Conference 

There were three strong personalities who dominated the Paris peace Conference. __________

The other Allied leaders at the conference had different aims. The British prime minister, ______________________________________ wanted harsh treatment for Germany. The French leader, __________________________________ wanted to weaken Germany so it could never again threaten France. 

Faced with conflicting demands, Wilson had to compromise on his Fourteen Points. On one point, though, he stood firm. His dream was to create an international ________________________. 
The League would be based on the idea of _______________________________, a system in which a group of nations acts as one to preserve the peace of all. With the League in place, Wilson felt sure that any mistakes made in Paris could be corrected in time. 

The Treaty of Versailles 

In June 1919, the peacemakers summoned representatives of the new German Republic to ____________________________________ outside Paris. The Germans were ordered to sign the treaty drawn up by the Allies. 

The German delegates read the document with growing horror. It forced Germany to _________________________________________________. It also imposed huge reparations that would put an already damaged German economy under a staggering burden. The total cost of the reparations would be over ___________________________. 

Other clauses in the treaty were aimed at weakening Germany. The treaty severely _________
___________________________________________________________________. It returned Alsace and Lorraine to France, removed hundreds of square miles of territory from western and eastern Germany, and stripped Germany of its overseas colonies.

Where the German, Austrian, and Russian empires had once ruled, a band of new nations emerged. They include the Baltic states of _________________________________________________________. Poland regained independence after more than 100 years of foreign rule.
